Hatboro Borough has successfully obtained an
Elm Street Grant and is proceeding with the
crosswalk project in our district.

The following intersections are slated for new
crosswalks: Moreland Avenue and Jacksonville
Road, Moreland Avenue and Penn Street,
Meadowbrook Avenue and Oakdale Avenue,
Meadowbrook Avenue and Bon Air Avenue,
Meadowbrook and Penn Street, Meadowbrook
Avenue and Lancaster/Windsor Avenues,
Jacksonville Road and County Line Road,
Montgomery Avenue and Penn Street,
Jacksonville Road and Monument Avenue,
Montgomery Avenue and Jacksonville Road.
The crosswalks will consist of a colored
polymer that will resemble a brick path with
striping. An example of these kinds of
crosswalks can be seen on Easton Road in
Roslyn, Abington Township. Work is expected
to be completed by the end of 2007.

A separate schedule is in place for the
Hometown Streets Project. This is a State
designed program that will work through the
Borough Grant process. This project will extend
well beyond our district and is designed to
provide safer routes to schools by improving
sidewalks, curbs and transportation. Among the
streets in Hatboro that will be improved by this
plan are streets near Crooked Billet Elementary
School.

Through Hatboro Borough's Grant writing and
engineering efforts, a grant has been obtained
to improve the parking lot shared by the Police
Station and Train Station. When this project is
completed it will be a very visible asset to both
the Main Street and EIm Street Communities.

Stove Works

Borough Council has received the developer's
plan for the Phase Il (Cosmopolitan Motors)
continuation of the project. Each week that
passes shows us progress on the interior and
exterior of the buildings. The completed project
will improve the complexion of our district.

Tanner Park

Because of residents' response to our 2007 Elm
Street Spring Newsletter, EIm Street and the
Borough have focused our efforts on the issues at
Tanner Park. Working from suggestions from
residents, the Borough's Parks and Recreation
committee and the Borough Manager have repaved
the basketball court, removed the old soda machine
and cleared the unsafe playground equipment to
make way for new equipment. EIm Street Hatboro,
the Hatboro/Horsham Kiwanis and the Parks and
Recreation committee are working together on a
new design for the park. Input from you (the
resident) is requested for this new design and use
plan.

Elementary School. The Borough has obtained a
grant from PECO and is continuing to write
grants and flesh out this project.

The EIm Street Committee is designing a
Welcome to Hatboro sign for the Gateway (the
intersection of Jacksonville and County Line) of
our district. This project is in the planning stage.
The Gateway sign will provide residents and
visitors with a positive image as they enter the
Jacksonville Road Corridor.
